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A male/female relationship is one
forged in nature by the Creator and isa
steadfast rule that cannot be broken.

Nuts and bolts
(left), and door
latches and door
catches (below)
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These gender differences do not indi-
cate any supenor@: of one over the
0

other. Rather, it ws how the two
work together to compliment each
other to complete the task they were
designed for. For example, regardless
of how beautiful the music is, or how
much love one has for the connectors,

no music can flow in the sound system
and nothing can be heard or enj %?/ed if
one tries to interconnect it with al one
gender. Every connector point in a
sound system requires a male/female
union and this rule cannot be dis

obezed.

The male/female union between a
bottle and its cap create a situation
wherein the liquid inside is preserved

o from evaporation. The nut and bolt are

a male/female union that holds on a
wheel or holds up a skyscraper. The
door latch and catch work together to
secure the door. These are all actions
that could not take place if not for the
differences in genders joining together
to form a union that completes the task
they were designed for. )
Homosexual men who claim they can
interconnect as if they were male and
female, through a corrupted physical
union with each other, are missing the
whole concept of the male/female un-
ion to begin with.
